As many of you know who have either taken the online VTT course or have attended an in-person course, the VTT training
course is targeted fo those that own or operate a vacuum truck which is used to clean septic tanks, aerobic treatment
units, holding tanks or grease traps. The course is directed specifically at owners and employees who require a solid base of
information to work with and to perform their daily tasks.

Basic and advanced pump out skills and procedures

Basic science of vacuum and pressurization

Pumps

Manifests and reports
